


ProlactiNO Large Breed

❖ Indications:

The product is recommended for bitches with clinical signs of pseudopregnancy. 

❖ Content:

Vitex agnus-castus L, Dandelion (Taraxacum officinale), 

parsley, Aesculus hippocastanum

❖ Packing:

- 40 tabl. /pack 
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ProlactiNO – Mechanism of  action
• Vitex angus castus (chaste berry)        – anti-prolactin

– Posses anti-prolactin properties since its active compounds 
(diterpens) binds to dopamine receptors and in this way inhibits 
prolactin release. 

– Prolactin is a main hormone responsible for clinical signs of 
pseudopregnancy in bitches so its level decrease weakens the 
stimulation of mammary glands for milk production and inhibits 
the behaviour specific for pregnant and lactating bitches

• Dandelion (Taraxacum officinale) - diuretic activity. 
– Due to high content of potassium and other minerals dandelion 

stimulates urine production through increased elimination of minerals 
and water in kidneys. 

– Increased water elimination from the body is a benefit in bitches in 
pseudopregancy since it decreases mammary gland oedema and inhibits 
lactation.
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ProlactiNO – Mechanism of  action

• Parsley extract – diuretic activity

– Inhibits of the Na+ /K+ pump that would lead to a reduction in 
Na+ and K+ reabsorption leading thus to an osmotic water flow 
into the lumen, and diuresis

• Aescin from (Aesculus hippocastanum) – antioedematic. 

– Increases the sensitivity of calcium channels for ions leading to 
increased tension of blood vessels. Increased sensitivity to ions and 
other substances (i.e. 5-HT) increases veins contractility and 
decreases fluid movement outside the vessels.  Aescin decreases 
also hypoxia-induced vessel endothelial cells activation.
